15 | will lay
waste the mountains and hills, And dry up all their vegetation; | will make the rivers
coastlands, And | will dry up the pools. 16 | will bring the blind by a way they did not




know; | will lead them in paths they have not known. | will make darkness light
before them, And crooked places straight. These things | will do for them, And not
forsake them. 17 They shall be turned back, They shall be greatly ashamed, Who
trust in carved images, Who say to the molded images, 'You are our gods.' 18 "Hear,
you deaf; And look, you blind, that you may see.

PASTOR Here ends the Old Testament Reading. We continue with
the responsive reading of:

New Testament Reading

John 9:13-17, 34-39 They brought him who formerly was blind to the Pharisees. 14
Now it was a Sabbath when Jesus made the clay and opened his eyes. 15 Then the
Pharisees also asked him again how he had received his sight. He said to them, "He
put clay on my eyes, and | washed, and | see." 16 Therefore some of the Pharisees
said, "This Man is not from God, because He does not keep the Sabbath." Others
said, "How can a man who is a sinner do such signs?" And there was a division
among them. 17 They said to the blind man again, "What do you say about Him
because He opened your eyes?" He said, "He is a prophet." 34 They answered and
said to him, "You were completely born in sins, and are you teaching us?" And they
cast him out. 35 Jesus heard that they had cast him out; and when He had found

him, He said to him, "Do you believe in the Son of God?" 36 He answered and said,
"Who is He, Lord, that | may believe in Him?" 37 And Jesus said to him, "You have
both seen Him and it is He who is talking with you." 38 Then he said, "Lord, |

believe!" And he worshiped Him. 39 And Jesus said, "For judgment | have come into

this world, that those who do not see may see, and that those who see may be
made blind."

THE GOAL OF CHRISTIAN EDUCATION

When | was a child, the stated goals of the public school |
attended were summarized as the "3 Rs." It was the goal of the
administrator and teachers that we learn reading, writing and 'rithmetic.
These were not the only subjects we were to learn, but the foundation
of a solid education.

It is certainly important that our children learn to read, write and
understand mathematics. But as Christian parents called by God to be
the primary Christian educators of our children, we should understand
the goals of Christian education established by God.

What is to be the goal of a godly education founded upon the
Word of God?

The goal of Christian education, whether it be of adults or
children, is simply stated by the Apostle John here, that every soul come
to know the only true God, and the Savior Jesus Christ whom He sent.
The attainment of this goal leads not merely to a smooth integration into
society, but eternal life apart from sin and eternal death.

Now there were times in public school when | felt like | was just a
number and that the teachers weren't really concerned that | really
learned.

As Christian parents and Christian educators, we should not be
satisfied merely that our children know about Jesus. We will do all we
can and pray earnestly that the Holy Spirit lodge faith in our children's
hearts. We don't just want them to know that Jesus died on the cross,
but to know and rejoice that He died for them to make them His own.

This is a true and lasting education. God grant that, through faith,
we all come to this knowledge and by His grace remain in the same!

Ephesians 3:14-19 For this reason | bow my knees to the Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ, from whom the whole family in heaven and earth is
named, that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory,
to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner man, that
Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted
and grounded in love, may be able to comprehend with all the saints
what is the width and length and depth and height--to know the love
of Christ which passes knowledge; that you may be filled with all the
fullness of God.

16 Therefore some of the Pharisees said, "This
Man is not from God, because He does not keep the Sabbath." Others
said, "How can a man who is a sinner do such signs?" And there was a
division among them.
