Pastor:  In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

The Confession and Absolution of Sins 
We come before our Holy God recognizing that we are sinful and daily need His forgiveness.

Pastor   Beloved in the Lord!  Let us draw near with a true heart and confess our 
sins unto God, our Father, beseeching Him in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ to 
grant us forgiveness. 

   Our help is in the name of the Lord.

C:      Who made   heaven and earth.
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Pastor   I said, I will confess my transgressions unto the Lord.

C:  And Thou forgavest the iniquity  of                       my                    sin

All:   O almighty God, merciful Father, I, a  poor, miserable sinner, confess unto 
You all my sins and iniquities with which I have ever offended You and justly 
deserved Your temporal and eternal punishment.  But I am heartily sorry for them
and sincerely repent of them, and I pray You of Your boundless mercy and for the 
sake of the holy, innocent, bitter sufferings and death of Your beloved Son, Jesus 
Christ, to be gracious and merciful to me, a poor, sinful being.

Pastor:  Upon this your confession, I, by virtue of my office as a called servant of 
God’s Word, announce the grace of God unto all of you, and in the stead and by the
command of our Lord Jesus Christ; I forgive you all your sins in the name of the 
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Ghost.

C             (congregation is seated)

The Introit
Having received the Lord’s forgiveness, we are glad to enter into His courts with praise and thanksgiving.

This entrance is made in the Introit with the Lord’s own Word, often from the Psalms.
P:   Blessed be the Holy Trinity and the undivided Unity.
C:   Let us give glory to Him because He has shown His mercy to us.
P:   O Lord, our Lord:
C:   How excellent is Your name in all the earth!
P:   Sing out loud to God, our Strength:
C:   Make a joyful noise to the God of Jacob.

The Salutation (Greeting) 
PASTOR   The Lord be with you.

The Collect for the Day
The main thoughts for the day are “collected” together in this prayer.

PASTOR   Let us pray.

The Bible Readings
God speaks to us.

The Old Testament Reading:  
Numbers 6:22-27  The LORD said to Moses, 23 "Tell Aaron and his sons, 'This is how 
you are to bless the Israelites. Say to them: 24 "' "The LORD bless you and keep you;
25 the LORD make his face shine upon you and be gracious to you; 26 the LORD turn
his face toward you and give you peace."' 27 "So they will put my name on the 
Israelites, and I will bless them."

The Gradual
The Gradual is a “Bridge of praise” that links the Old Testament with the New Testament. 

P:   Blessed are You, O Lord, You who behold the deep:
C:   And who dwell between the cherubim.
P:   Blessed are You, O Lord, in the firmament of heaven:
C:   And greatly to be praised.  Hallelujah!  Hallelujah!
P:   Blessed are You, O Lord God of our fathers:
C:   And greatly to be praised and glorified forever.  Hallelujah!

PASTOR The New Testament reading is from Romans 5 beginning in verse 1.



The New Testament Reading:  
Romans 5:1-5  Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace 
with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, 2 through whom we have gained access by 
faith into this grace in which we now stand. And we rejoice in the hope of the glory 
of God. 3 Not only so, but we also rejoice in our sufferings, because we know that 
suffering produces perseverance; 4 perseverance, character; and character, hope. 5 
And hope does not disappoint us, because God has poured out his love into our 
hearts by the Holy Spirit, whom he has given us.

Pastor:  Here ends the New Testament Reading.  Blessed are they who hear
the Word of God and keep it.

THE ATHANASIAN CREED
P: Whosoever will be saved, before all things it is necessary that he hold the 
Christian faith;
C: Which faith that unless every one keep whole and undefiled, without doubt he 
will perish forever.
P: And the Christian faith is this: That we worship one God in Trinity, and Trinity in 
Unity; neither confusing the Persons nor dividing the Substance.
C: For there is one Person of the Father, another of the Son, and another of the 
Holy Spirit. 
P: But the Godhead of the Father, of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit is all one, the 
glory equal, the majesty coeternal.
C: Such as the Father is, such is the Son, and such is the Holy Spirit.
P: The Father uncreated, the Son uncreated, and the Holy Spirit uncreated.
C: The Father incomprehensible, the Son incomprehensible, and the Holy Spirit 
incomprehensible.
P: The Father eternal, the Son eternal, and the Holy Spirit eternal. And yet there are 
not three Eternals but one Eternal.

C: As also there are not three Uncreated nor three Incomprehensibles, but one 
Uncreated and one Incomprehensible.
P: So likewise the Father is almighty, the Son almighty, and the Holy Spirit almighty. 
And yet there are not three Almighties, but one Almighty.
C: So the Father is God, the Son is God, and the Holy Spirit is God; And yet there 
are not three Gods, but one God.
P: So likewise the Father is Lord, the Son Lord, and the Holy Spirit Lord; And yet 
there are not three Lords, but one Lord.
C: For as we are compelled by the Christian truth to acknowledge each distinct 
Person of the Trinity by Himself to be God and Lord; so therefore we are 
forbidden by the Christian faith to say; there are three Gods or three Lords.
P: The Father is made of none, neither created nor begotten. The Son is of the 
Father alone; not made nor created, but begotten. The Holy Spirit is of the Father 
and of the Son; neither made, nor created, nor begotten, but proceeding.
C: So there is one Father, not three Fathers; one Son, not three Sons; one Holy 
Spirit, not three Holy Spirits.
P: And in this Trinity none is before or after another; none is greater or less than 
another. But the whole three Persons together are coeternal and coequal; so that in
all things, as has been said, the Unity in Trinity and the Trinity in Unity is to be 
worshiped.
C: He therefore that will be saved must believe these truths about the Trinity.
P: Furthermore it is necessary to everlasting salvation that he also believes rightly 
the incarnation of our Lord Jesus Christ. For the correct faith is that we believe and 
confess that our Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of God, is at the same time God and 
Man.
C: He is God, of the Substance of the Father, begotten before the worlds; and He 
is Man of the substance of His mother, born in the world.
P: He is perfect God, and perfect Man, having both a rational soul and human flesh.
C: He is equal to the Father as in His Godhead, and inferior to the Father as in His 
humanity. Who, although He is God and Man, yet He is not two, but one Christ.
P: One, not by conversion of the Godhead into flesh, but by taking of that manhood 
into God.
C: One altogether, not by confusion of Substance, but by unity of Person.
P: For as the reasonable soul and flesh is one man, so God and Man is one Christ;
ALL: Who suffered for our salvation, descended into hell, rose again the third day 
from the dead; He ascended into heaven, He is seated on the right hand of the 
Father, God Almighty; from whence He will come to judge the living and the dead.
At Whose coming all people shall rise again with their bodies; and shall give 
account of all their thoughts, words, and actions.
P: And they that have done good according to God’s Word will go into life 
everlasting, and they that have done evil into everlasting fire.
ALL: This is the Christian faith, which except one believes faithfully and firmly, he 
cannot be saved. Lord, grant this true Christian faith unto us all. Amen.

PASTOR:      Thanks and praise be to You, our Father, almighty Creator, merciful 
Lord, God of promise and fulfillment, for You kept Your promises through the death 
and resurrection of Jesus Christ, Your Son. By His death He has destroyed death and 
by His resurrection has restored to us everlasting life. And so, with the church on 
earth and the hosts of heaven, we praise Your name and join their unending hymn.

T  he Sanctus
Latin: “Holy.”  We join our voices to the angels who sing, "Holy, Holy, Holy" around His throne”

T  he Words of Institution
(The words spoken by Jesus the night He instituted the Lord’s Supper by which our Lord assured to His

Church the real presence of His sacramental body and blood for all time 
PASTOR:  Our Lord Jesus Christ, the same night in which He was betrayed, took 
bread;  and when He had given thanks, He broke it and gave it to His disciples, 
saying, "Take eat; this is My body, which is given for you.  Do this in remembrance 
of Me."
     In the same way He took the cup, after supper, gave thanks, and gave it to them, 
saying, "Drink of it, all of you.  This cup is the New Testament in My blood, which is 
shed for you for the forgiveness of sins.  Do this, whenever you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me."

     The peace of the Lord be with you always.

T  he Agnus Dei
Latin: “Lamb of God.”  As we approach the Table of Forgiveness, we want to

be thinking about the Lamb of God who was sacrificed for us on Calvary's cross.
