Latin for “O Lord.”  We approach our Lord with a cry for help in all the needs of our earthly life.

A hymn glorifying and praising our God (Hymn 798:1 – all sing)

THE SALUTATION (Greeting) 
PASTOR   The Lord be with you.

THE COLLECT FOR THE DAY
The main thoughts for the day are “collected” together in this prayer.

The Old Testament Reading:  
Zechariah 9:9-10  "Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion! Shout, O daughter of 
Jerusalem! Behold, your King is coming to you; He is just and having salvation, Lowly 
and riding on a donkey, A colt, the foal of a donkey. 10 I will cut off the chariot from 
Ephraim And the horse from Jerusalem; The battle bow shall be cut off. He shall speak 
peace to the nations; His dominion shall be 'from sea to sea, And from the River to the
ends of the earth.' 

THE GRADUAL

PASTOR   The New Testament reading: Philippians 2, beginning in the 5th verse.



The New Testament Reading:
Philippians 2:5-11  Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus, 6 who, being 
in the form of God, did not consider it robbery to be equal with God, 7 but made Him-
self of no reputation, taking the form of a bondservant, and coming in the likeness of 
men. 8 And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became 
obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross. 9 Therefore God also has 
highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above every name, 10 that at the 
name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and 
of those under the earth, 11 and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is 
Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
