The Old Testament Reading for the 12" Sunday after Pentecost:

In these verses we have a discussion going on between the Prophet Elijah
and the LORD at Mt. Horeb. Elijah, on the run from wicked Queen Jezebel
thinks he’s the only believer lefrt.
